ELECT MPs forming the Consultative Com-
: mittee attached to the Science Departments
* will be hooked on to Internet and Ernet soon.
* The idea is to keep the members informed of
the developments in electronics and help them
interact with four- crore users worldwide, the
Minister of State for Electronics, Mr. Eduardo
Faleiro, said,

Addressing members of the Consultative
Committee here on Priday, be said computers
would be installed in a big way in educational
institutions across the country under the MPs'
Local Area Development Scheme.

The DoE had proposed the scheme under
which MPs will allocate a certain amount from
their Rs. l-crore constituency development
fund for the popularisation of computers. The
scheme is expected to generate about eight
lakh jobs over the next five to seven years and
expand the base of computer literates.

The department would also forge close links
with the State machinery to streamline exist-
ing infrastructural facilities in rural areas as

art of its efforts to promote electronics in vil-
ages, Mr. Faleiro said.

The DoE Secretary, Mr. N. Vittal, told the
MPs that several electronic equipment with ru-
ral applications such as milk tester, fish finder,
drip irrigation controller, grain moisture meter
and PC-based milk collection system were de-
veloped and deployed in villages under various
DoE- sponsored projects.

The MPs suggested that appliances be eco-
nomically priced. They also wanted augmenta-
tion of solar energy research activities to
reduce pressure on energy consumption. '/
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
